free neighborhood concert  near the site. Although the concert is free, a $5  donation 
is suggested. Those donating $5 may enter to win one of two commemorative plates 
donated by Claytopia and signed by the stars of ÒExtreme Makeover: Home Edition.Ó 
The drawing will take place at the end of the concert. All proceeds will benefit the 
Maleno Family-to-Family Fund.
